The United Kingdom is scheduled to leave the European Union on 31 October 2019, but so
far negotiations on its departure have not yet been concluded. If negotiations are not extended
or completed before this date, a no-deal Brexit could occur. This may have an effect on public
health, health research and healthcare provision

4. BioMed Alliance publishes open letter on AMR with

stakeholder group

The BioMed Alliance has joined an informal group of 16 other organisations
active in human and animal health and signed an open letter to the Members
of the European Parliament on antimicrobial resistance (AMR). AMR is an
emerging worldwide threat to both human and animal health. The letter urges
Members of Parliament to bring antimicrobial resistance to the forefront of
EU interinstitutional discussions and to support the establishment of a
dedicated AMR parliamentary group.
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5.EU Health Coalition Statements on research

The BioMed Alliance is an active member of the EU Health Coalition

and leads the research and innovation policy group, which drafted the
statement on Horizon Europe.

6. New designate commissioners
announced

The president-elect of the European Commission, Ursula Von der

Wy Leyen, announced her proposed candidates for the next European

Ewopesn Commission. Their respective titles and portfolios were also announced.

——— Surprisingly enough, there is no more Commissioner with the word

'research’ in their official title and the portfolio for research is combined
with another portfolio.

The European Commission will combine the Research Portfolio with the one for Innovation,
Education, Culture and Sports. Mariya Gabriel (Bulgaria) is hominated to take the lead on
these topics (including Horizon Europe) as "Commissioner for Innovation and Youth". Ms.
Gabriel has a background in political science and is currently Commissioner for Digital
Economy and Society. The proposed Commissioner for Health is Stella Kyriakides from
Cyprus, who is a trained clinical psychologist.

The BioMed Alliance is of the opinion that the word 'Research' should be added to the official
title of Commissioner-nominee Mariya Gabriel to show the importance of research to the
European Union. We also hope that research remains a high priority for the Commission, now
that its portfolio is combined with those for Education, Innovation, Culture and Sport.

In the coming weeks, the European Parliament will hold hearings questioning the nominees
to evaluate them. Once they are officially approved by the European Parliament, the
Commissioners will take up office on 1 November 2019.
